3. Full academic year curriculums and single semester courses are automatically enrolled by Office of Academic Affairs, Curriculum Division. Students have to enroll TA Drill courses by the serial number. Your present in TA Drill courses are required, time conflicts should be avoided..
4. For those senior or graduate students who have attended GEPT Intermediate Level test voluntarily but failed to pass (students have to register on their field office first) are eligible to take “English Tutorial”.

●5. For those students who intend to enroll the courses in the Fields of “Future Studies” or “Global Outlook” in the University Core Curriculum, these two Fields can’t be enrolled at the same time, and only one course under each Fields is permitted. Collegial Core Curriculum can be enrolled in every semester but only one course under each Fields is permitted. The above courses will provide additional 5 quotas for seniors during the Adjustment Period.
6. Fields of “Arts Appreciation & Invention” gives priority to sophomores. Juniors and seniors are able to enroll in the Field during Second Enrollment Period.
7. Freshmen can enroll in variant PE activity course cross interests this semester.
●8. Undergraduate freshmen should enroll at least 1-2 courses from General Core Curriculums at the first semester. (You can only choose 2 fields in each domain; each field can only choose 1 course.). College of business and management students must take the course “Introduction to computer”; therefore, do not enroll in any course in Computer Education Field in the Science domain. For sophomores, juniors and seniors, please enroll General Core Curriculums at enrollment period (phase II).
